Payments

Just a reminder that the final payment for camp is due by Friday 21 August 2015. Please ensure you have completed and finalised all payments by this date.

Departure and Return

We will be departing Warragamba Public School on Monday 31 August 2015 at 07:30am sharp! Students will need to arrive at school by 07:00am. We will arrive back at school by approximately 4:30pm on Wednesday 2 September 2015. Should the bus be late returning to school, the office will be notified with the details. Medical Information

Please complete and return the attached medical information form by Friday 21 August 2015. Please include on this form any information about food allergies etc. It is extremely important that this form is returned. These will be taken on camp in case the need arises for Medical Treatment.

Souvenirs

Please find attached a form to pre order items from the souvenir shop at the Great Aussie Bush Camp. Select those items you would like to order and enclose your order form and money in an envelope with your child’s name and class on the front. This should be bought to school on the day of the camp and handed to your class teacher. Alternatively, you may wish to place a small amount (no greater than $20) in a labelled envelope and hand this to your teacher for  souvenir shopping at camp.

What to Take

The students will need to take the following items with them on the camp (i.e. enough for the three days).

Please ensure that all belongings are clearly labelled with your child’s name.

· Mess kit (tea towel, plate, cup,knife, fork and spoon-dishwasher safe) Non disposable

· Water bottle

· Raincoat (regardless of forecast)
· School hat

· Sleeping bag (extra blanket in winter)

· Pillow

· Sunscreen

· 1 pair of pyjamas (tracksuit in winter)

· Day pack (small backpack for water, sunscreen, etc.)

· Torch (make sure it works before you leave home)

· Toiletries (including toothbrush)

· Roll on insect repellent (or pump pack)

· 2 pairs of joggers (1 old pair for water activities)

· Thongs (only for going to and from the showers)

· 3 T-shirts needed, no singlet tops/midriff tops (for safety on activities)

· 3 sets of underwear

· 3 pairs of shorts-NO MINI SHORTS (for safety on activities)

· 3 pairs of track pants (if cold weather forecast)

· 2 sloppy joes/windcheaters (if cold weather forecast)

· 3 pairs socks

· Bath towel

· Beach towel and swimmers

· Optional-camera (no iPods/iPad or iPhone cameras)
· Tissues

· Plastic bags for wet clothes/towels

· Prescribed Medication (clearly labelled with name and dosage and handed to the teacher before departure)

The students will also need to take with them a packed morning tea on the Monday in a small day pack that they can carry onto the bus.

Please note that the children are not to take lollies, chocolates, iPads, iPods, mobile phones, handheld computer games etc. Students may wish to bring a small camera with them for which they will be responsible for during the camp.
